ASSOCIATE IN ARTS DEGREE

The Associate in Arts in English for Transfer (AA-T) is designed to provide foundational studies in English (or
similar maijors) for students interested in working tfoward a bachelor's degree in English (or similar majors)
from a four-year college or university. The degree program is also relevant for students interested in
developing critical thinking, interpretive reading, analyfical and research writing, and presentation skills to

apply to broader educational and professional goals.

In addifion to the courses listed below, the following additional requirements must be met for completion of

the Associate in Arts in English for Transfer Degree:

1. Completion of 60 CSU-transferable semester units.

2. Achievement of a minimum GPA of at least 2.0 in all CSU-transferable coursework. (Some majors
may require a higher GPA. Students should consult with a counselor for more information.)

3. Completion of the major with a grade of “C" or better in each course or a "P" if the course was
taken on a Pass/No Pass basis and the "P"is equal to a "C" or better.

4. Completion of the California General Education Transfer Curriculum (Cal-GETC). Continuing
students who started prior to Fall 2025 may follow CSU GE or IGETC.

Students are advised to check with the Counseling Center or Transfer Center for the courses accepted in

the English major at the CSU where they seek fransfer.
